The meeting was called to order at 9:30 a.m.

1. Introductions were made.
2. Approval of Minutes for February 10, 2011 –Minutes from the February 10, 2011 meeting were tabled to the April 14, 2011 meeting, due to the lack of a quorum.
3. Presentation – East Valley Water District –Ron Buchwald of East Valley Water District(EVWD) summarized the proposed Plant 150 site centralized treatment plants to handle contaminants and treat perchlorate in addition to saving money on costs associated.  Mr. Buchwald answered questions from the members of the association.

4. SBVMWD Activities – Bob Tincher reported on the following SBVMWD activities:

· On February 15, 2011 the SBVMWD Board terminated the City Creek local emergency.  
· SBVMWD Board approved the sale of 20,000 shares of Bear Valley Mutual Water 
Company.  
· New study to analyze Baseline Feeder hydraulics.
· (2) Replacement wells for Baseline Feeder complete.  Expected to be operation on April 1, 2011.
· Regional Water Management Plan – Kennedy Jenks/Consultants releasing chapters to agencies that prepared their own section.  Comments will be submitted by July 1, 2011, followed by formal adoption process.
· Working on capturing more water from tributaries of Santa Ana which will improve water quality and water management.
· Working with San Bernardino County Flood Control District (SBCFCD) Prop 1E funds for design to capture more storm water.

· EBXII Project in process for Yucaipa Connector (Phase I).
· Building water conservation garden.  Public agency formal Grand Opening is scheduled for June 3, 2011 and June 4, 2011 for the general public. Cal State San Bernardino (WRI) conservation garden scheduled to be completed in April.

Mr. Tincher distributed bill stuffers with new branding stickers and reported working with other local water agencies to promote climate appropriate plants that utilize less water.
5. Legislative Update – Manuel Aranda reported on plans to cut $60 billion in the federal budget, including cuts to the EPA agency reducing their budget.  
Daniel Cozad expanded on Mr. Aranda’s legislative update.  Mr. Cozad reported that SB235, as introduced by Gloria Negrete McLeod that will allow water and flood control Districts to authorize the governing Board to reorganize the District to reduce the total membership of the governing Board by a resolution adopted by a majority vote of the board at no cost to the public.  Mr. Cozad urged association members to support the bill.
6. Other –
· Mr. Cozad presented a slide show presentation on the high flow tests at Seven Oaks Dam (SOD) and lessons learned with regard to improvements and costs associated with future operations. 
· Mr. Cozad also presented the San Bernardino Valley Water Conservation District’s 2011 Engineering Investigation Findings and rate proposal, which would be presented to the Basin Technical Advisory Committee (BTAC) at its April meeting. He distributed the Groundwater Recharge Enterprise Budget hand-out comparing the SBVWCD’s income versus expenses to justify their proposed rate increase.
7. Committee Reports & Schedules:
· Recharge Committee – Mr. Tincher reported a test scheduled for percolation up to 100 cfs in the river bottom on March 11th.  
· Basin Technical Advisory Committee – Tom Crowley summarized the 2011 Regional Water Management Plan March 2011 Statement discussed at the Basin Management Tools Subcommittee meeting, addressing the numbers in the Regional Water Management Plan.  Mr. Crowley reported that 73,000 acre feet of water is available, 25,000 for direct delivery, leaving a balance of 28,000 for potential use.  Mr. Crowley also reported that the Basin Management Tools Subcommittee’s name has been changed to the Engineering Committee.
· Seven Oaks Dam Water Quality Committee – Mr. Buchwald reported status quo, as bi-weekly meetings continue with discussions regarding water quality funds.
