PUBLIC MEETING FOR ADOPTION OF GROUNDWATER CHARGE

Article 1, Section 75560 of the California Water Code requires that a Water Conservation
District that proposes to levy a ground water charge “...shall annually cause to be made
an engineering investigation and report upon groundwater conditions of the District.”
District staff will present the annual Bunker Hill Engineering Investigation Report and
review the Groundwater Replenishment Program annual budget for increasing the
groundwater charge rates.

Recommended Action: Conduct a public meeting to present the Annual Engineering I nvestigation
Report and proposed increase to the groundwater charge rates from $1.25 per acre-foot for agricultural
purposes and $4.50 per acre-foot for non-agricultural purposes, to $1.50 per acre foot for agricultural and
$5.50 per acre-foot for non-agricultural purposes for the ensuing year (July 1, 2002 to June 30, 2003),
describe any written comments received, and hear oral comments.
